Early Days of the Parish

As early as 1860, small settlement of German Catholics found in Chanhassen
(Saint Hubertus)

Occasional Masses held in the home of Mr. Nicholas Faber

1865, parish is formally organized as Saint Hubertus, a small log church (1%
church) is built on the site of the current Historic Church

——————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————————
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Early Days of the Parish

1872(3) a new wooden church (274 church) is built at the site of the current parking
lot of Chapel Hill

1881 a 2 story school/convent building is built on the present site of Chapel Hill

1887 a new brick church (3™ church) is built, this is the Historic Church that still
stands today

1894 a school addition is built

4" Church Building (& School)
Built in 1957 (School) & 1976 (Church)
Current Chapel Hill Academy

Old Convent & School razed in 1974

5% Church Building (& School)
Built in 1997 (additions in 2002)
